Now that may or may not impress you and 
that is ok because you probably skipped over 
them casually glancing at the dates anyway! I 
do like them and no, I have not read all of 
them! 

Today when we read books (if and when we 
read them) it is most commonly done by buy-
ing the book online and downloading it to a 
Kindle or notebook! I am kind of ñold-
fashionedò because I like to feel the paper in 
my hand. I like to see the binding, even if it is 
coming unraveled. I like to see the ñdo ears: 
at the top of the page. To me there is       
something about holding that book, turning 
the pages and placing a bookmark where I 
finished reading so I can pick it up later! 

I know and understand you can do most of 
that if not more when you have it downloaded 
into your computers. I am not knocking how 
you read a book and I hope you do...I am just 
sharing what I like. 

Many of the books I have that are not  

Classical are marked up. When Brenda and I 
find a book we both like...we order two! One 
for her to mark up and one for me to mark 
up!! Then we talk about what we have read 
and share our perspectives! 

If you were to look at our own personal study 
Bibles, you would see many passages of   
scriptures underlined (mine are red             
underlines) and notes in the margins! It is ok 
to mark in your bible just like it is ok to mark 
up a book you enjoy reading! 

I am sure you are wondering where I am    
going with this so let me just let you have it!! 
Of all the books I have there are none that are 
more important and more classical than 
Godôs Word! We all have Bibles sitting   
somewhere in our homes and many of them 
are in different translations. Most of our     
Bibles were printed in the mid to late 20th 
Century and others have some that were  
written in the 21st Century. 

You might be asking how old is the Bible?? 
That is a hard question to answer but          
anywhere from 3400 - 1500 years old           
according to different theologians. That 
makes my classical books quite young!! 

The wonderful thing about the Bible is that it 
still speaks to us today...we can still get truth 
out of Godôs Word! It may be a classic, but it 
is still relevant for our lives in the 21st      
Century. 

Hebrews 4:12 says, ñFor the word of God is 
alive and active. Sharper than any double-
edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing 
soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges 
the thoughts and attitudes of the 
heart.ò (NIV) 

You and I have one of the oldest writings in 
the world right in our own homes, but how 
often do we read this classic? I hope that you 
will take some time to read it, whether it be 
on your phone, tablet, laptop, computer or 
just picking up your Bible and turning the 
pages!!
