
Message from Pastor Ray 

DEAD MAN WALKING  

I am not sure if you are familiar with a film that 
came out in 1999 called, The Green Mile. It was  
about a prison guard by the name of Paul 
Edgcombe, who encountered a massive black 
man by the name of John Coffey. He was 
convicted of murdering two young girls and 
placed in death row, which was aptly name d the 
Green Mile. When he was walked into death row, 
one of the guards yelled out ñdead man walking, 
dead man walking, thereôs a dead man walking 
here.ò 

As the film continued Paul wondered if this man, 
John Coffey, really committed the murders in 
which he was convicted. There was something 
different about John beyond his simple, naµve 
nature and a deathly fear of the dark. 

Coffey seemed to have a prodigious, supernatural 
gift in which he could take away the bad that was 
inside of you and make it disappear. The film 
showed the viewers that it wasnôt John Coffey 
that really murdered those two little girls but 
another man, but John was executed because he 
just couldnôt live with all the pain he felt when he 
was around people. 

I realized this may be a crude example, but it 
reminds me somewhat of what we are today. We

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walking! We will one day face deathôs door. 
And just like Christ when He went about do-
ing the Fatherôs work...He was in essence a 
ñdead man walking.ò When Christ entered in-
to Jerusalem on Palm Sunday knowing that 
His death was imminent in just a few day, He 
was a ñdead man walking!ò 

He tried to prepare the disciples for what was 
about to happen and had shared that with 
them many times for instance in Mark 9:31-32, 
ñó ...The Son of Man is going to be betrayed in-
to the hands of men. They will kill him, and af-
ter three days, he will rise.ô But they did not 
understand what he meant and were afraid to 
ask him about it.ò (NIV) 

Again, in Mark 10:33-34, ñóWe are going up to 
Jerusalem,ô he said, óand the Son of Man will 
be betrayed to the chief priests and teachers of 
the law. They will condemn him to death and 
will hand him over to the Gentiles, who will 
mock him and spit on him, flog him and kill 
him. Three days later he will rise.ôò 

Back in the day there was a gospel group 
called, The Happy Goodmanôs, and they were 
a family who san and worshiped God together 
on different stages across our   country. The 
Goodmanôs sang a song called, ñBorn to Dieò 
and I want to share the lyrics with you: 

 

He came to earth, a promise to fulfill. 

A rugged cross, he bore on Calvaryôs hill 

Between two thieves, he bowed his head and he cried, 

ñTis finished now...I came to die. 

 

Accused of sin, yet silent he remained. 

No one came forth, to witness for his name. 

Between two thieves, he bowed his head and he cried, 

ñTis finished now, I came to die. 

 

Born to die, a cruel cross to bear. 

He was born to die, that his love may share. 

Born to die, his precious life to give. 

Born to die, that I might live. 

 

 

I am glad that Jesus did not remain a 
ñdead man walking!ò After three days He 
rose victorious over death, hell and the 
grave and now sits at the right hand of the 
Father. Paul wrote this in Ephesians 1:20, 
ñ...which he exerted in Christ when he 
raised him from the dead and seated him 
at his right hand in the heavenly 
realmséò 

In John 11 we can read the story of Laza-
rus, Mary and Marthaôs brother, who had 
died. As Jesus made His way to Lazarusô 
tomb, we read in verse 44 these words, 
ñThe dead man came out, his hands and 
feet wrapped with pieces of cloth, and a 
cloth around his face.ò 

Max Lucado writes this: 

ñThere it is again. Did you read it? Read 
the first five words of the verse again. óThe 
dead man came outéô Again, slower this 
time. óThe dead man came out.ô 

Question: Whatôs wrong with this picture? 

Answer: Dead men donôt walk out of 
tombs. 

Question: What kind of God is this? 

Answer: The go who holds the keys of life 
and death. 

The kind of God who rolls back the sleeve 
of the trickster and reveals death for the 
parlor trick it is. The same voice that 
awoke a boy near Nain, that stirred the 
still daughter of Jairus, that awakened the 
corpse of Lazarusðthe same voice will 
speak again. The earth and the sea will 
give up their dead. There will be no more 
death. Jesus made sure of that.ò (He Still 
Moves Stones, p. 178) 

And folks, the awesome thing for us today 
is that we donôt have to remain as ñdead 
men walkingò because He came to give 
you, me, and all people...LIFE!
