THE DROUGHT 

I am sure that most of you have read in the papers or watched 
on TV or on the internet about the drought that is ravaging 
our country in the western states. Not only the drought but 
the heat! Think about being in the Pacific Northwest and 
experiencing 110+ degree heat! 

I have experienced the 120+ degree heat when I pastored in 
Arizona in the mid-2000ôs and I understand the heat but not 
with the humidity. I mean even here we have experienced 
humidity with a high a couple of weeks ago at 102. Someone 
definitely left the furnace on high!! 

If you have seen some of the photos coming out of the west 
with the lakes and reservoirs down to a point where it is 
affecting farmers, ranchers, cities, etc. then you  know what 
they are going through. I believe California is on a 15% 
voluntary reduction of water. I am sure that in the coming 
days and weeks there will probably be more reductions as  the 
water levels continue to hit record lows! 

As we experience the drought and the heat it makes me 
wonder if there isnôt a parallel when it comes to Godôs Word. 
In Amos 8:11 it says, ñThe days are coming,ò declares the 
Sovereign LORD, ñwhen I will send a famine through the 
landðnot a famine of food or a thirst for water, but a famine 
of hearing the words of the LORD.ò (NIV) 

We are living in a day when Godôs Word is not being 
preached but what is being preached is something that goes 
along with our culture, whether right or wrong. Read these 
words from Paul in 2 Timothy 4:3-4, ñFor the time will come 
when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit 
their own desires, they will gather around them a great 
number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to 
hear. They will turn their ears away from the truth and turb 
aside to myths.ò
